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Eligibility Criteria 
 

 

Award 

The Emanons, Inc. will award a one-time book award in the amount of $500.00 in the 

intervening years when a new scholarship is not awarded. The book award can only be 

given to a student one time. A student may not be granted both a book award and a 

scholarship by the Emanons, Inc. 
 

 

Eligibility 

• Applicant must be a resident of Washington, D.C., Suburban Maryland or 

Suburban Virginia. 

• Have a grade point average (GPA) of at least a 2.0 or higher (on a 4.0 point scale) 

• Plan to enter an accredited 2 year or 4-year institution of higher education in the 

fall of the year of application or be a continuing college student (not a college 

graduating senior).

If the high school applicant attends a private school, provide an explanation of the grading 

system on school letterhead. 

 
Applications and transcripts not postmarked or electronically submitted on or before March 1, 

2025, will not be considered. All information is confidential. 

 
Finalists may participate in an in-person interview, once eligibility has been 

determined, to be given further consideration.
